· connecting regions and territories from the Danube valley to the EUSDR
The topic of every conference will be different. However, all the topics that are to be discussed will be among the priority ones for the EUSDR. Thus these conferences are an excellent opportunity for the realization of the assigned SG
 – communicatiing to the society (stakeholder conference/civil forum/kick off, etc.) about the different priority areas they are in charege of.
